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Human Consciousness

According to Dr. Freud, human consciousness is everything inside a person’s awareness. This is the aspect of people's cognitive processing that they can talk about or posit rationally. The conscious mind is composed of aspects such as insights, feelings, and memories inside of present awareness. For instance, if a person finds a wallet with many dollars in it, Freud believes that it is morally right to return it to the owner (Nicholi, 2003). On the contrary, Lewis perceives that consciousness is something inside a person that commands or influences him to attempt to behave in a specific way. In this context, Lewis posits that humanity feels responsible and uncomfortable when he does something that is not correct. Based on Lewis, consciousness originates from the Creator. He has justified this claim by delving in the orderly universe God created. Secondly, he has used the Moral Law which God issued to humanity (Nicholi, 2003). Lewis's idea is more compelling since it enables humanity to find out more about what controls the three-level of consciousness. That is, it allows people to recognize that God is the absolute figure that controls all the decisions that humanity makes. In fact, I find Lewis's argument to be more convincing since I have noted he has talked about how the Ten Commandments influences consciousness. With the help of the Ten Commandments, humanity is able to make the right choices or decisions.      
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
