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Sun Rising
After reading "The Sun Rising" by John Donne, Io feels that people in love sometimes wish to bend the rules defining the universe to satisfy their prevailing love for their partners. The author supports such claims when he mentions that "Through windows, and through curtains, call on us? 3 Must to thy motions lover's seasons run? Saucy pedantic wretch, go chide Late school-boys and sour prentices, 6 Go tell Court-huntsmen that the King will ride."  (Donne 3-6)John Donne is not happy with how the sun motions in the sky tried governing the way he spent ample time with the lover. He goes ahead to refute and challenge the sun's authorities by claiming that the love provides him with the power to stay in bed, enjoying some good time with the lover. The statement makes me realize the importance and power of love against works and other natural rhythms occurring in the universe. 

I also feel that the poem is written around certain hyperbolic assumptions and assertions. The first assertion is that the sun happens to be very conscious, and it has a specific personality of a busy-bodied person. Secondly, that love is timeless and does not appreciate any season. As illustrated in the poem, the poet states that "love does not know any season nor hour, days, or months." (Donne 9). Besides, the poet's love affair is so essential and treasured that other people below the sun need to copy it, which means that the world of the speaker and the lover is contained in their bedroom and nowhere else.

For this reason, the poet manages to describe all the states of feelings one goes through when in love. As such, the sun only acts as an intruder, which most of the time only happens to be irrelevant to issues surrounding love. Therefore, during this time, the bedroom is the only place that does matter in the universe. 

Similarly, I do feel that the poem gives the ultimate voice to the lover's feeling that they are operating beyond the timing and that the people's emotions happen to be the most crucial thing happening in the world at any given time. There is something similar to the adolescent melodrama that people in love do feel, which again confirms that the author exercises his intelligence and subtlety in making different kinds of approval. Although the love between the two partners seems divine, in a metamorphic manner, the divine love indeed happens to be an essential element compared to anything below the sun. The poem demonstrates such claims perfectly when the poet states that "Thine age asks ease, and since thy duties are 27 to warm the world, that's done in warming us. Shine here to us, and thou art everywhere; This bed thy center is, these walls, thy sphere" (Donne 27-30). However, I strongly feel that nothing lovers can do to nature's everyday existence. 

Sun and other universe features will continue the same way, and nothing on earth can even make it wink from its current existence. There is absolutely nothing lovers can do to shift and change the sun's movement. From my perspective, I strongly feel that the entire world is right there, and no philosophy can limit it. Love is a beautiful thing, but the world's reality will always be there despite love's cosmic forces. 
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
