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Second World War
World War II had a considerable effect on the economy and society. The war saw the retooling of the American factors to produce goods meant to support the war initiative, and overnight, the unemployment rate in the country dropped to approximately 10 percent. Generally, the economy reversed when the war ended, and the country sunk into an economic depression, with lots of Americans losing their jobs and employment. 

America's involvement brought lots of changes. The country was still recovering from the effects of depression (Beevor, 2012, p. 54). The involvement in the war changed lots of things happening in the economy. During this time, more men were pushed to fight in the war. Therefore, the remaining women were then hired to take over their positions in society. Before the second world war started, women were discouraged from taking specific jobs outside their home (Beevor, 2012, p. 76). The second world war changed almost everything, with more men now taking over the jobs that were initially considered to be only done by men. In addition, the existing organizations, companies, and businesses decided to change their production lines from producing consumer goods to now producing war materials. also, new plants started coming up to create products that would help steer the war efforts and initiatives. 

The second world war had a long-term effect on the United States of America and the world. The war managed to destroy communities and families. As a result, it disrupted the development process for most nations. The other long-term effects include physical and mental harm to people, reduced human capital, and materials production.


As a family, we experienced a first-hand effect of the war. We were evacuated from our homes and were then forced to separate from my family and friends (Beevor, 2012, p. 67). Those who manage to stay had to ensure lots of bombing raids. As a result, most of them were injured and subjected to homelessness.
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
