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Hazardous Wastes at Home

I reside in Manhattan in New York City. Through my homestead survey, I see some of the used household goods that can blaze, react, or blow up in certain situations or are caustic or poisonous as some of the household hazardous waste. These products always include different items like cleaners, paints, oil, batteries, alongside pesticides that mostly have hazardous components. Hence, all these products need special care when we dispose them off after use. As stated by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), hazardous wastes refer to other wastes that are always leading to harmful effects on the wellbeing of an individual or the surrounding (Almada & Borges, 2018). Such wastes at home can be generated from different form and sources. Most of the wastes are in solid states. Some of these solid wastes that I see around my place of residence consist of garbage, furniture, used electric appliances, and debris from washrooms.

From my inquiry from my city hall, I was assured that there had been the community-wide household hazardous waste collection day that has been conducted in my community. For instance, there have been different garbage collection trucks moving around the state daily to collect garbage that comprises hazardous wastes at different designated collection points (Yilmaz, Kara, & Yetis, 2017).
