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Do you think the Fairness Doctrine should be Re-established?

The fairness doctrine enabled licensed broadcasters to inform the public on controversial issues honestly, respectably, and equitable. The broadcaster should inform the public about controversial issues in an honest manner. The fairness doctrine should be reestablished to help in ensuring sanity among licensed broadcasters. Currently, there is a division among the broadcasters where every broadcaster can manipulate controversial issues to suit their objectives. Two media broadcasters can report different versions of a similar event, thus showing the need for a standardized reporting framework to alleviate biasness. The fairness doctrine can be used as a standard for ensuring the public is well informed on controversial issues.
Should the Fairness Doctrine be applied to media other than broadcasting?

The fairness doctrine should also be applied in print media. There is a need to control all reports and information that reach the readers. The use of the fairness doctrine should aim at ensuring that the consumers receive truthful and honest communication. While there is a need to respect the right to free speech and coverage, media should also be trained to present the actual information and not opinions of controversial issues. Therefore, the fairness doctrine should be applied to media since it is also used to present controversial problems to the audience. 
Are there limits to the Fairness Doctrine?

The limits of the fairness doctrine require that individuals with opposing views be accorded the opportunity to present their views to the audience. All proponents of controversy were given equal opportunities to present their views to the audience (Caldera, 2020). Therefore, the fairness doctrine will ensure that a show that provides information about outer space should also provide an equal opportunity for information on a flat earth. By doing so, the audience can understand the full scope of the information. 
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
