4.  Write a statement that declares and stores the elements of the following array into a vector object:

char vowels[5] = {‘a’, ‘e’, ‘i’, ‘o’, ‘u’};

Answer:

vector<char> vec1 (vowels,vowels+sizeof(vowels));
or 

vector<char> vec1 (vowels,vowels+5);

However, the first statement is more generalized.

8.  What is the output of the following program segment?  (Assume that screen is an ostream iterator initialized to the standard output device to output elements of the type int.)

int list[5] = {2, 4, 6, 8, 10};

vector<int> vecList(5);

//copy the array to the vector
copy(list, list + 5, vecList.begin());

// no output
// Assummed ‘screen’ is forgoten

copy(vecList.begin(), vecList.begin(),screen);

// output the vector from beginning to the end
copy(vecList.begin(), vecList.end(), screen);

cout<<endl;
