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1.    Reding recurring image at the beginning and end of his book is the identification of the geographical contrast between the developed parts of the country such as Chicago and New York when compared to rural towns such as Oelwein that seem oblique and virtually nonexistent (Reding, 2010).  Reding uses this imagery to show the reader the extreme differences that exist between these rural towns and suburbs and how this contrasts could have that have helped to shape the meth problem in the country.

2.    Reding identifies the dilemma he was in when identifying the most suitable town to carry out his study, and this is something I can relate to as someone writing a documented essay. Finding a topic of interest or the perfect location that fits perfectly as well as addresses the underlying themes I want to portray is what am looking to write about is what makes its challenging before starting any project. 

3.    On a scale of one to five Reading’s concussion scores a four and this is because it does provide the reader with something more to ponder as he notes “suddenly I knew what I was looking at and where I needed to go” (Reding, 2010, p. 246). This statement creates interest in the readers to know more and provides a cliff hanger to the story which drives readers to continue further into the book to understand the revelations noted in that statement.
