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I.      Describe why the death of Jesus is important
The resurrection of Jesus is important because it reaffirms our relationship with God as with death Jesus was able to bear our sins moving us closer to God. This is evident in (John. 3:16, Good News Bible) which notes that "For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.” This identifies that the death of Christ was critical for us to gain everlasting life. The death of Jesus signifies atonement for the sins of man and it is through him that we can move closer to God. The death of Jesus on the cross signified the end of original sin and he cleansed humanity with this act.  In 1 John 3:8 it notes that ““He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning.” It is for this reason that he died to break humanity from the bonds of sin and become children of God.

II.           Name & define the 4 descriptive elements of his death.
In Luke 23:46 Jesus says “Father, into your hands I commit my spirit" before he died which identifies the faith that we should have in God every day of our lives till the last. It identifies that even through suffering we should always seek God. Another element of his death is that the curtain of the temple was torn into two which identifies that the time of sin has been separated from the divine time of righteousness. At the sixth hour which is midday darkens covered the earth and this element identifies that God was watching the actions of man. The fourth element of his death was the utterance of one soldier who notes that truly he was the Son of God which strongly testifies to the extent to which the non-believers would come to acknowledge the power of Jesus Christ 

III.      Describe the extent of Christ’s death.
The purpose of Christ’s death was not for the sake of the select few but all mankind. His unconditional love enabled him to provide salvation for all humanity. Through death he was able to atone for the sins of humanity and free all humanity from original sin. In Leviticus 17:11 God said For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that makes an atonement for the soul”  “. . . and without shedding of blood is no remission” which identifies that with the death of Christ his son atonement for all mankind was achieved.

IV.      Describe the effect of Christ’s death.
The death of Christ resulted in an era where humanity was free from sin and could work to gain the glory of God. For instance in 1 Peter 3:18 “For Christ also died for sins once for all, the just for the unjust, so that He might bring us to God, having been put to death in the flesh, but made alive in the spirit”. This verse as well as For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life” in Romans 5:10. These verses identify that the death of Christ had two main impacts that are atonement and the reconciliation with God.

V.       There are primarily 7 things that the believer has received as a result of the resurrection.
The resurrection of Christ identifies various things that we have received such as the defeat over death (Romans 6:9) and mankind shall also triumph over death. Resurrection gives Christians hope that death is not the end of life but the door to eternal life (Bright, 2016). The resurrection unites Christians to Christ as we are united in faith. We are confirmed about the truth of the scriptures as what had been noted of the death and resurrection in earlier verses of the Bible such as Isaiah 53 and Psalm 16. Resurrection gives us the mandate to live out our lives righteously as we have been separated from sin. We gain greater faith in our belief of the Lord due to his resurrection. As a believer, we gain the knowledge that Jesus has power over death, and he will raise us as well at the end of time.

VI.      Describe the purpose for his ascension and exaltation
The ascension and exaltation of Christ identify that we too shall have everlasting life. The ascensions and exaltation identify that as humans we will one day be raised above all our sufferings and be exalted before all (Tabb, 2013). The ascension and exaltation are the return of Jesus to his father as noted in John 16:28 “I came from the Father and have come into the world, and now I am leaving the world and going to the Father.” The exaltation of Jesus identifies the exaltation to the Father. The accession and exaltation allowed Jesus to prepare a place for us (John 14: 2) 
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
