Revision is a critical component to the development of concrete essays. Analyzing the narrative essay from an outsider perspective is important to identify the logical flow of the work and also determine any inconsistencies in work. This can be achieved by reading the essay out loud to help recognize any problems. Reading it from the last paragraph to the first can help to analyze the narrative essay and determine any shortcomings critically (Chaffee, 2014). The essay must have a logical flow from the introduction to the body and finally the conclusion. For instance determining if the introduction sets the trend for the paper and hooks the reader into what is being discussed. Analysis of the paragraphs can help to determine the use of topic senesces, evidence and supporting sentences to improve the paper. Each paragraph must focus on a single argument, and this is something that the revision will help to identify. Writing multiple drafts could have helped to arrange my thoughts and deliver a more powerful essay effectively.

Revision plan

Analyzing the persuasive rough draft identifies various shortcomings that could have been used to make the arguments stronger such as the use of statistics information accompanied by visuals to drive the point home. Integrating visuals within the persuasive essay that are aligned to what is being discussed would help to persuade more readers. The persuasive essay could have been made more relatable by identifying the target audience and developing the content to appeal to this audience. The portrayal of the argument and the counter-argument could have helped to make the essay more persuasive as the audience would identify that the writer is objective in his research and identifies both sides of the issue while still persuading them to stick with his argument (Sullivan, 2013). The use of section headings that clarify what is in each section would also be an important addition to the essay. The conclusion can also be enhanced by creating a sense of urgency to supporting the writer’s point of view.
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
