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The issue of pro-choice and pro-life has been heated debate in America and therefore analyzing a case to deal with abortion will help to gain a legal understanding of the issues. Abortion has become controversial due to the need to maintain religious liberties while weighing the need for individual freedom. Cases dealing with abortion that has reached the Supreme Court would be effective cases to be analyzed. Understanding how the highest legal authorities interpret the constitution in respect to the issue of abortion in the country will be crucial to providing critical legal knowledge of the issue.

An example of such a case is the Whole Woman's Health v. Hellerstedt. The case sought to determine if the laws implemented by Texas were unconstitutional by placing an undue burden on women seeking abortion services (Cook & Leonard, 2016). The type of providers involved in the case are the hospitals and health centers that provide abortion services. The fact pattern to be looked for include the identifying of the laws developed Texas and the impact those laws had on the provision of abortion services in the state followed by an analysis of the previous federal laws embed within the constitution and how they reflect on the situation (Dautrich, 2016).

The exploration of the nationally publicized case such as the one identified above is more efficient for the project as it provides a wealth of information on the case as well as differencing opinions from various experts on the issue. The case can be identified in the Supreme Court landmarks which is a government website that provides information on the cases handled by the Supreme Court since its establishment. Internet research on controversial rulings made by courts and reached the Supreme Court have been carried out. The question to be answered includes why the different justices in the Supreme Court interpret the Law differently even when they come from the same political divide?
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
