Verb tense

She said she is going to the market tomorrow. It is an incorrect use of the verb which makes the sentence grammatically wrong. It should be “she said she was going to the market later.”

Slang 

The use of informal language especially when writing long papers is another area am struggling with. 

Wrong: I am going to buy various things at the market e.g. tomatoes, potatoes, cucumbers and grapes.

Right: I am going to buy various things at the market such as tomatoes, potatoes, cucumbers and grapes.

Sentence fragments

Sentence fragments identify that a sentence is not complete and has to be joined by starting it with a subordinating clause

Wrong: Am going to the market. My mother forgot to buy groceries.

Right. Am going to the market because my mother forgot to buy groceries
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
