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Revision of narrative essay: Experience in a foreign country.

Taking an outsider perspective in analyzing the essay is critical to identifying areas of improvement to make the essay stronger (Toor, 2010). Despite effectively identifying addressing the setting by noting when and where it took place the essay has various shortcomings. The narration could have provided a valid timeline for the activities taking place to enhance the quality of the narration. The sequence of activities was not always coherent as there was an illogical flow of activities. Since it is a narration, the essay could have presented more emotional approaches to discussion the experience of visiting a foreign country which was lacking in this essay. The essay was not written with a specific audience in mind, and it thus failed to effectively identify aspects of the essay that appeal to a specific target audience. The narrative essay did not provide any climax to the narration which is the turning point of an exciting moment within the narration.

Revision of persuasive essay: Abortion

The persuasive essay on abortion could be enhanced by first outlining the thesis statement at the end of the introduction. The thesis statement did not effectively identify the claim of the author which would have enhanced the essay. A brief introduction to the topic of abortion and why it is an important issue should have been discussed in the essay. The essay provided arguments for and against abortion, but these arguments could have been supported by ethical or logical arguments such as the use of statistics to enhance the essay. The use of evidence such as facts is also critical to enhancing the quality of the persuasive essay. The sequence of the argument should be built from the least to the most important which was not well articulated in this essay. The thesis statement did not identify any issues to be discussed within the essay that would have provided a framework for writing the essay. The use of examples or quotes from experts would have been critical to enhancing such a controversial topic.

Revision of narrative essay: Bombing Experience

The narrative essay on bombing experience failed to address the elements of setting which are where and when. The essay could be improved by noting the location and the time when the activities outlined in the essay were taking place. There was the use of too many direct quotations in the essay which limits its efficiency as a narrative essay. A narrative essay should show not just tell, and the use of too many direct quotations of the conversations taking place reduces the efficiency of the essay to address the audience. There was limited logical sequence to the narrative as the events were not described chronologically which limited the quality of the essay. The essay effectively provides a resolution in which the story comes to the reasonable conclusion, and an outcome is resolved. However, some background on the incidents would have enhanced this essay. An intense climax showing the emotional experience of the bombing to the characters involved should have been defined.

Revision of persuasive essay: Gay marriage

Analysis of the persuasive essay identifies various changes that could be incorporated into the essay to enhance its quality, and this includes the use of statistics facts or figures to provide evidence to support the claims of the author. The use of facts would have been critical to enhancing the logical argument. The use of ethical and emotional appeals to enhance the appeal of the essay to the target audience is critical. Raining of ethical appeals and situation that raise the emotions of the audience to support the claims of the author. Using persuasive words such as “Imagine” would have been critical to providing the audience with an opportunity to reflect on the argument for gay marriage and thus support the claims of the author. The most important arguments should have been listed first to capture the attention of the audience. The essay should, therefore, be restructured to ensure that the strongest arguments to support gay marriage are provided first with supporting arguments being provided next.

Revision of narrative essay: A Shadow Self in HIV/AIDS

The narrative essay does not provide a chronological order of events which is critical in a persuasive essay. The essay did not effectively identify the setting in terms of time, location or date. The essay, however, does provide an explanation of the topic within the essay which enhances the quality of the narration. The narration lacked a resolution as the essay was being concluded. The essay did not have a reasonable ending, and no outcome was resolved (Graesser, McNamara & Louwerse, 2003). Writing several drafts would have been critical to ensuring that the shortcomings of the essay were well addressed.  The rising action was not well defined as the essay failed to identify how the conflict was developed showing suspense build up. The essay would have provided a brief background of outline to the essay to identify what the essay was discussing. The use of peer reviews of the drafts would have helped to highlights areas of improvements enhancing the quality of the essay.

Revision of persuasive essay: Gun control

The persuasive essay should have restated the thesis statement at the conclusions to remind the audience the claims made by the author effectively. The integration of expert opinions would have been critical to enhancing the essay. There was the lack of flow in the essay as a continuous provision of evidence was not supported. The arguments that are most important are not provided first, and this limits the effectiveness of the audience. The essay could have been enhanced through the use of creative and visually descriptive language that enables the audience to visualize the situations being explained and help to promote the support for the claims made by the researcher. The conclusions were provided, but it did not call for action as all persuasive essays must end with a call for action which is described as the response expected from the reader once they have read the essay. The last statement should be memorable and result in an action from the target audience.
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
