	EEI (ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS OF INSTRUCTION) - LESSON PLAN ELEMENTS REQUIRED:

	Objectives 
	1. The students when reading an assigned literature passage will be able to distinguish the proper use of punctuation in texts with 75% accuracy.

2. The students when reading texts aloud in class will be able to adjust fluency accordingly with an 85% accuracy.



	Anticipatory Set


	The instructor will gather all the students and ask provide them with a narratives that they would like to read. The teacher will then describe to the students the importance of punctuation in reading fluency while asking students to describe what punctuations are and how to determine the right fit for the text (Spratt, 2015). 

	Teach Lesson / Model
	The students will be provided with a 7 minute multimedia presentation on punctuation.
The students will then select their favorite book and read a passage from the book with and without punctuation noting the difference (Fountas & Pinnell, 2006).
The students will then form groups of four to discusses the different types of punctuations found in the extent they had selected and how those punctuations enhance the readability of the text

	Guided Practice


	The instructor will read aloud a short story and provide printed out templates of the story
The students will the outline areas where punctuations are missing and should be inserted. The students will then pair with a college exchange their filled templates and discuss with other partners where they have gone wrong or write (Fountas & Pinnell, 2006).

The students will then present their  filled templates to the instructor who will go through each one with the class highlighting success of the students and areas that need improvement

	Independent Practice


	The students will be provide tablets that provide learners with simulations on punctuation in which each students is expected to complete the simulation by providing the necessary punctuation after they read aloud each sentence to identify the missing punctuations (Fountas & Pinnell, 2006).
After which the students are to note on their daily journals what they have learned.

	Closure


	The class will be divided into groups of 4 where a summary of the lesson will be developed and one student selected in each group to read the summary.
3 things I have learned closure activity will also be implemented.
