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Introduction

The findings of the DOJ identify that the Chicago Police Department has violated various civil and federal laws which are highlighted in this memo. The memo will further outline the federal consent judgment and its application in other cities.

Federal Violations

The DOJ findings identified various violations by the Chicago police department and these federal violations include (U.S. DOJ, 2017).
· 42 U.S. Code § 1983

The officers acting under color of state deprived citizens the right to life in the case in which suspects running away were shot dead (Wrobleski & Hess, 2005)
· 42-USC-14141-cause-of-action

This federal statute notes that unlawful actions even those carried out any government authority are unlawful and as such breach constitutional rights (Wrobleski & Hess, 2005)
· Title 42, U.S.C., Section 14141

This statute identifies that any pattern or practice by the government agency which does not address the responsibilities of their office is misconduct and this is best described by the excessive force used by the Chicago Police department.

Torts the police could be sued for 

The findings of the DOJ identified that police misconduct had breach civil and federal rights and therefore the torts below can be used to sue the police department

· Duty of care

This is a legal obligation imposed on individuals who are required to adhere to reasonable standards of care while performing their duties which was violated through the use of exercise force (Wrobleski & Hess, 2005)
· Intentional tort

This occurs when harm occurs due to the officer's intention to do so, and this can be proven by the various cases in which police handled unarmed suspects (Wrobleski & Hess, 2005)
Federal Consent judgment

The city of Chicago needs to voluntarily enter into a consent decree with the Department of Justice. This will not only save face for the department but garner support from citizens whose trust in the department had been affected. Denying the consent judgment would lead to civil suits being filed against the department limiting its capability to operate and serve the city. The federal consent decree is defined as an agreement to address disputes without admission of liability or admission. The DOJ then dictates the measures to be implemented to address the problems identified.

Cities placed under federal consent judgment or orders

· Seattle Police department-the police department agreed to the federal consent decree in 20111 after the Department of Justice had identified that its officers had a pattern of using excessive force (Heild, 2014). Training was implemented to address this problem.

· Oakland is another city that has been under a federal consent decree for more than a decade due to its poor working cultures that promoted the excessive use of force. Restructuring of the entire department and culture was implemented.

· Cincinnati in 2001 was forced into a consent decree after cases of police shooting had been reported and took close to seven years to move from compliance. Training and restrictions on the use of deadly force were implemented (Heild, 2014).

· Seattle has been one of the recent cities to fall under the federal consent decree with a focus on training and the disciplinary action of excessive force by its officers.

· Detroit is yet another city that has been placed under a federal consent decree after fatal shootings of minorities in the city. The interdiction of workplace restructuring and training worked to address this problem.
