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Facts

The plaintiff Maria Flores sued the City of Los Angeles for the failure to train its officers leading to sexual assault. The plaintiff Ms., Flores received a traffic ticket and drove to the County Vehicle Inspections site to get the ticket cleared. The plaintiff alleged that the Deputy Sheriff whom she could not identify sexually assaulted her (Flores v. County of Los Angeles, 2014). Flores sued the County and its Sherriff for failure to adequately train the deputy sheriffs and seeks to ensure that such violations do not occur in future. 

Issues

Can the plaintiff under 42 U.S.C. § 1983 prove by providing sufficient evidence to the claim. That the County failed its duty to train its officers? (Amadi, 2010).
Holding

No: The plaintiff could not deliberately show that the Count had deliberately failed to train its officers due to the risk of sexual assault of the deputies on the members of the public?
Rationale

The courts affirmed the case showing that Flores the plaintiff did not have sufficient evidence against the County to prove that the County had failed to train its officers. The court argued that there were not any allegations that showed that the scope of the law enforcements agents’ work who conducted vehicle inspection had any intimate contact with the people they work with. The penal code as argued by the defendants details the prohibition of sexual battery and the interactions that could lead to the sexual battery. The absence of language within the Departments manual was not substantial evidence as training of the officer covered sexual battery (Flores v. County of Los Angeles, 2014). The absence of evidence as well as the absence of any patterns of sexual assaults at the site warrant that the peace officers work was to uphold the law and any claims of sexual armament needs to be substantiated.
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
