Country analysis

The country of focus is the United States and what was surprising is that it ranked tenth in the Human Development Index yet it has some of the mode developed systems and economies in the world and an average life expectancy of 79.2 years. It also ranked 56 regarding the unemployment rate of 4.70 despite its high economic growth and a high gross income per capita of 53,245 dollars noting that the country has high earnings as compared to other countries (UNDP, 2016). The high level of schooling years identifies that the most of the population is learned and this highlights that the case of low employment opportunities should not exist in a thriving economy where skilled and unskilled labor is available (UNDP, 2016). The US has a large labor force of 158,600,000, yet most of the manufacturing takes place outside of the country and with a population of over 326 million people identifies why it makes a great market for manufactured goods (CIA, 2017).

The products such as raincoat, shoes, socks, and ties ended up in the closet in America as they were transported from these Asian manufacturing countries to the larger American market. Globalization has provided opportunities for manufacturing to take place in low-cost areas thus lowering the cost of production resulting in lowered prices in the market. Globalization has linked economies and societies together supporting the manufacturing of a tie and pair of jeans in China to be manufactured and transported to retailers in the United States where it can be sold to the consumers such as myself (Beeson, 2014). As a consumer, we tend to make purchases from nearest retailers or online stores such as Amazon who in turn have accessed these products directly from the manufacturer in the countries identified above. The international supply chain has enhanced the movement of finished goods from one country in Asia or any other region to another continent. The indirect distribution channels have supported the movement of products from manufacture to the consumers more effectively.
Country comparison

The comparison between the United States and the Asian countries where the items are produced show a certain degree of contrast when it comes to the human development index with the first being that the countries that manufactured the items such as India, Malaysia, China, Thailand, and Indonesia as the U.S has a human development of 0.92 as compared to these countries (UNDP, 2016). The patterns among this countries are that they are high to medium rating in human development. These countries also have a high number of years of schooling with the lowest having an average of 6.3 years meaning that there exists a skilled and unskilled labor (UNDP, 2016). Another comparison is the high rate of unemployment evidenced among these countries, for instance, China and India have an unemployment rate of 4.0 and 5.0 respectively. The high rate of unemployment means there is an unavailability of surplus and low-wage labor in these countries denoting that cost of production is low. There are similarities in regards to countries that produce similar products in regards to gross national income of countries such as China, Indonesia, and India where the highest gross national income is $13,345 which further highlights that the cost of labor is low in such countries (UNDP, 2016).

The data above-identified that there is a relationship between the areas the products are made and the development of the country, for instance, India, China, Indonesia, Malaysia, and Thailand all fall under the same rate of human development index being rated at 0.6 to 0.7 (UNDP, 2016). The large internal markets in this countries also identify why they were selected for the manufacture of these products. Geographical factors have a role to play in influencing why certain products are made in these countries. Garments, for instance, are produced in Asia countries for three main reasons the first being limited regulations and cost of operation imposed by the availability of cheap labor and access to cheap raw materials, the second being the access to large growing markets due to the high population rate of Asian countries that means an access to over 4.4 billion people (CIA, 2017). The easy access routes to major markets in Africa also provide another valid reason for the geographical manufacture of these products. The international supply chain and distribution channels have made the products available in our daily lives for easy shipment of goods from manufacturer to wholesalers and retailers have increased under the age of information technology where products can easily be ordered and delivered. There are relationship population, development and economic activity in that these countries have high population rates and high human development which promotes opportunities for business to develop in these areas. A theme identified is life expectancy which is high in such countries providing a ready and sustainable market for finished products.
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
