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Expert Systems

Expert systems are defined as any computer program that integrates the use of artificial intelligence that simulates judgment and behavior to provide expert reports or insights that influence decisions within the working environment. An expert system contained knowledge based on the data collected which it uses to provide critical insights to address a given situation. The expert system of focus here is the Hugin Expert system found at http://www.hugin.com/.

Hugin Expert system is an advanced predictive analytics model that works to detect cases of fraud as well as credit default prediction (Hughin Expert, n.d.). The Hugin Expert provides an opportunity to solve any identified problem through effective reasoning and provide decisions that would be implemented under terms. The expert system integrated the use of research to provide critical decisions made on the sound use of intelligence gathered (Hughin Expert, n.d.). The expert system integrates both theoretical and practical knowledge to guide the process of decision making.

The Hugin Software effectively authentically simulated human activity as it based its decisions on collected internal and external data which identify the extent to which provide the users with an opportunity to determine the best appropriate course to take (Hughin Expert, n.d.). The predictive aspect of the system is more advanced than human activity, and this shows the additional criteria used to inform critical decision. The software is, however, more advanced than human thinking as it can internalize large volumes of data from its database to support the decisions being made (Hughin Expert, n.d.). The fact that the expert system has the availability to process and model various alternatives more precisely as compared to the human brain shows that it is more advanced (Marcus, 2013). Hugin system reduces the need for guesswork and provides concrete decisions based on the intelligence gathered. The predictive capabilities provided by this software are beyond that which can be provided by the human thinking or logic thus showing the usefulness of this expert system.
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
