The eight intellectual standards of clarity, precision, accuracy, relevance, depth, logic, breadth and fairness are essential to evaluating the intellectual nature of the article. The article selected is for this analysis The Economist (2018) article titled “American should get rid of oppressive job licensing”. The author of the article adheres to the standard of clarity in that the examples of why job licensing is harmful to competitions and how it affects the wage gap is supported by effective examples that make it easy for the reader to understand (The Economist, 2018). Additionally, the article adheres to the standard of accuracy as the information is correct and free from error and this is evidenced by the use of peer-reviewed findings on the issue of job licensing in America to support the assertions made. Precision is yet another star nards the author adheres to in the article and that the author uses statistic evidence such as 22% of the American workers holding licenses to explain better the position of the issue being discussed (The Economist, 2018).

Furthermore, the comet of relevance identifies that everything noted is of value (Paul & Elder, 2013). The focus of the article is on identifying the disadvantages of job licensing in addition to advocating for less regulation among different professions. The relevancy of the article is archived as the issue of regulation in the business environment has become a major political issue in America (The Economist, 2018).  The article appeals to logic by supporting the research with evidence from other researchers in the field. Depth on the other end is evidenced by the extensive nature of research conducted to provide an accurate image of the situation on the ground when it comes to job licensing (Paul & Elder, 2013).  The standards of significance are achieved in that it helps the audience to understand the nature of job licensing better and support the viewpoints of the author.

However, the article fails to address the intellectual standard of breadth which involves providing additional viewpoints. The author could have enhanced the writing by providing a detailed argument for and against job licensing before presenting the reader with their stance on the topic (The Economist, 2018). Additionally, the article is not fair as it is biased an only provides one side of the argument without providing an adequate argument for why job licensing is important. 
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
