I strongly agree that according to AMA Ethical Journal, there are several possible pitfalls that need to get addressed involving telemedicine that is ethically allowed. The pitfalls include threats to patient’s privacy, patient-doctor relationship erosion, the notion to presume that new technology s effective, and threats to patient privacy that needs to get done for making sure that telemedicine n healthcare is ethically acceptable (Leite, Hodgkinson & Gruber, 2020). 
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
