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My thoughts and experience based on the factor of interprofessional collaboration involving approaches that promote general best outcomes in healthcare have been significantly affected by time barriers. Many times the time barriers occur during collaboration and efficient communication. However, I concur that successful interprofessional collaboration is important in the promotion of job satisfaction. In my experience, I can consider interprofessional collaboration to have several benefits including helping prevention of medication errors, enhancing better patient experience, and ensuring better patient outcomes (Gougeon, Johnson & Morse, 2017). The benefits are crucial in the reduction of healthcare costs. The healthcare facility benefits from significant funds save by shoring up operational ineffectiveness and workflow redundancies. I agree that interprofessional collaboration motivates healthcare practitioners to effectively work in partnership with carers and patients in discussing about their healthcare to make better and informed decisions to improve the outcomes and patient care.  
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
