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Response to First Post
I agree with your suggestion that the article “In Defense of the Death Penalty" focuses on the use of the death penalty for retaliation and deterrence. As you note, the retributive defense maintains that the death penalty is "an adequate response to evil." However, it would be imperative to take note of the weakens of the deontological approach to linking the commission of a death sentence to the "lost the right to survive." In the future, it is important to incorporate the aspect that the use of the death penalty as a deterrent is inherently more practical. I believe that This way of thinking advocates treating people as your own purpose and attaching importance to people's lives, so seeing it as end-of-life support seems to lose meaning. In part, this makes perfect sense to me because committing a crime so terrible that the discussion about the death penalty shows how the perpetrator does not value the lives of others. 

Response to Second Post

I agree with your suggestion that Nathanson's tactics or arguments against the death penalty, in theory, are persuasive in practice and perform well. As you note, one big problem Nathanson thinks is deterrence. However, the argument would have had more significance if the argument from deterrence was incorporated into this opinion so that it boils down to the morality of punishment. In my opinion, Bosman’s common-sense argument is reasonable, but it is based on the fact that execution is human punishment. While the belief that execution is inhuman punishment, such an argument is not sufficient to make the entire argument on the death penalty invalid. Rather, the moral gray zone of punishment should become the foundation of such an argument.  However, due to many problems in practice, as Nathanson has repeatedly emphasized, criminals sentenced to death may be innocent.  Thus, it is true that executions should not be used until they are executed fairly and justly. Personally, I think the reality of today's society is difficult to justify.
