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Health Policy
Health policy is closely connected to public policy and the legislation process. One point of connection is in determining financial and reimbursement systems in healthcare. A good example is the Affordable Care Act (ACA) which was put in place by the Congress and can only be repealed or changed by the Congress (Kaplan & Pear, 2017). The connection between health policy and legislation, in this case, is that legislators are involved in deciding the structure and scope of healthcare services. Legislators created a law that determines the options for healthcare and how the public can pay for healthcare services received. Additionally, the legislation process imposes enforceable duties on individuals and public bodies which are used to manage health policy with the aim of achieving health goals (Hoss, 2019). For example, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), is mandated by law to collect epidemiological data and provide guidelines on infection control. Health policy intersects with legislation through the process of mandating organizations as well as determining the structure and processes of the healthcare industry. 
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
