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The study of bioethics has had and will continue to have a profound effect on my professional practice. It has given me a unique view on things that I previously did not give much thought to. One of the key things I picked out from the class is the understanding that it is never enough that something is beneficial, it has to be equally ethical. Initially, I had the view that provided an action is clearly beneficial to a patient, it is outrightly ethical. I, however, learned that other compounding factors may influence the acceptability of an action as being moral. I have also learned that there are other values beyond autonomy, beneficence, nonmaleficence, and justice that influence the ethical appropriate of an action. As a medical laboratory major, I expect to encounter various ethical dilemmas in my future professional career. In learning ethical thought processes, I will be able to handle any ethical dilemma more effectively. Participation in this class has essentially awakened me to the ethical and moral implications of different things that one may do or encounter. it will help me maintain a clear conscience, maintain healthy professional relationships with patients and colleagues, and resolve disputes whenever they occur. I also believe that this class is a starting point in the development of my ethical competence.
