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Discussion Response: Moving to a New Part of the Country
If there is a landfill in the new part of the country where I move to, it would have a significant health impact. Landfills are usually filled with various things that release different gases into the atmosphere. Exposure to hydrogen sulfide emitted from the landfills would cause respiratory problems including throat and lung irritation, worsened asthma attacks, difficulty breathing, and nasal blockage. To diminish these health problems, I would move further away from the landfill. Moving upwind, further from the landfill would reduce inhalation of the fumes. 

If the paints and metals used in the building contained lead, it would result in lead poisoning. Lead poisoning may present different symptoms and long-term effects on the body such as infertility, abdominal pain, loss of short-term memory, among others. In order to eliminate this risk on health, I would do a total overhaul of the plumping and painting of the house.

During winter, burning fossil fuel is often a convenient option for keeping warm. However, this could have a negative impact on health. A possible outcome is carbon monoxide poisoning which could cause death. There is also respiratory irritation due to smoke inhalation. A solution I would implement in this case would be building proper ventilation and smoke extraction. I would also consider the electric option of keeping the house warm. This would reduce the need to keep warm by burning fossil fuel, coal, or wood.
