Increasing productivity

Due to a lack of preparedness for risk, most talented employees may be diverted from your main company goals to address reactive firefighting concerns. Suppose a product is delivered late to a client, for instance (Munyuko, 2015). In that case, your account managers will be redirected to deal with the issue to safeguard your image, rather than focusing on expanding their reach inside the customer to get more new business contracts.
