	Subject/Grade/Time needed.
Subject: Biology
Grade: Kindergarten
The time needed: The lesson will be delivered in 1 hour (30 minutes theory and 30 minutes practical lessons) 


	Content standard(s) addressed: 

“Growth and development” among human beings.
Knowledge of various body parts will establish core anatomy features and functions to form the foundation for further biological advances. To understand the concept, the pupils will be taught.
a) The various body parts and their functions. 
Health standard(s) addressed:

The pupils will be required to understand trusted older adults who promote healthy growth and development; this includes the knowledge of various medical practitioners and what they deal with.

	Materials needed: 

The pupil will be given toys and puppets to demonstrate the human anatomy. 
The use of brightly colored body parts pictures and the image will be employed to showcase the various body parts. 
The teacher will also use the whiteboard and markers to draw and name the various human body parts.
Pictures of various individuals that work in the health-enhancing profession will be shown to the pupils, e.g., the picture of a doctor and nurse. 

	Learning Objective 
The pupils will be able to name various external body parts of human beings. Then, through participation, they can recite and memorize the various body parts and some common diseases that affect them.

The pupils will also be able to identify trusted older adults in the society who promote healthy living, such as doctors, nutritionists, and nurses. 

	Assessment of learning 
Criteria:
Three methods will be employed to assess the pupils:

1. Performance task- the pupils will be required to name various body parts to show their comprehension of the covered content. They will also be required to touch a specific body part, e.g., the ankle.
2. Question and answers- the children will be asked several random questions about various body parts and any trusted elderly they know of promoting healthy living. 
3. Peer assessment – while in groups of three, the pupils will be required to demonstrate to their classmates the knowledge of various body parts and their functions. 


	Agenda (what’s posted on board/what are students doing? –this is your activity section):

1. In the first ten minutes, the pupils will be required to name various body parts and their functions to establish their existing knowledge. The pupils will also be asked to name any known elderly individual who promotes healthy living.  
2. In 20 minutes, the teacher will take the pupils through various body parts and their functions using pictures, toys, puppets, and drawings. The pupils will further be introduced to the role of individuals who promotes healthy living.
3. In the practical session (20 minutes), pupils will demonstrate what they learned by touching a specific body part and stating its function.
4. In groups of three within 10 minutes, the pupils will be required to name various body parts, their functions, and the various trusted elders who promote healthy living. 

	Instructional Notes (what is the teacher doing?):

1. In requiring the children to name various body parts and their functions, the teacher establishes pupils’ existing knowledge of human anatomy. This helps to drive the children's interest in the lesson.
2. Using pictures, toys, puppets, and other materials, the teacher helps the pupils to comprehend the various body parts, their names, and their functions. In addition, in introducing the role of various individuals who promote healthy living, the teacher promotes the children's understanding and appreciation of healthy living.
3. In the practical session where pupils are required to touch body parts and name their functions, the teacher establishes how much they comprehended the lesson and how they can apply concepts learned. 
4. The grouping of the children enables them to showcase what they have learned, and they apply it in another context other than the classroom. 

	Language Development—what aspect(s) of your lesson may support English language learners (who are not fluent in academic English yet)
Nonnative English pupils will be required to name the various body parts and people who promote healthy living in their native languages to foster interaction and cultural competence while trying to aid them.
Visual cues, symbols, and non-verbal expression will further enhance the understanding of the anatomical concepts of the pupils who are not fluent in English. 
The after-class group will be diversity-oriented to permit non-fluent pupils to learn from fluent speakers.

	Context – where might this particular lesson fit in with a larger unit of study?
This lesson might fit in a larger biological lesson whereby students are being taught key concepts of human anatomy and functioning. In addition, the introduction of people who promote healthy living alongside the various anatomy features can fit in career guides whereby various anatomy and specialists who focus on it can enable students wishing to pursue medicine to the field they will fit in.
