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Executive Summary

People working with manual systems at police stations are always under pressure to do their duties accurately across the board. As a result of the manual nature of reporting crimes, the police are often late at the site of an incident, which makes apprehending the perpetrators of the crime an additional laborious and time-consuming endeavor.

The proposed solution is to create a Criminal Reporting system via which victims and prospective victims may report crimes and law enforcement personnel can respond. The platform would enable the posting of videos and images of crime scenes so that authorities may take prompt action (Maddan, 2015).
